The author 
pOi nts out that one of the serious handicaps in the 
admini st r a t i on and mansgement of the fisheries of the 
Philippines has been the laCk of standardized nomen­
clature for fishing gear. Thi s publication attempts 
to sol ve the problem. It is divided into five parts: 
the fi rst presents a basic clas sification of fishing 
gear; t he s econd is a key by means of which fishing 
gear can be identified and new terms for fishing 
gear oan be properly classifi ed ; the th i rd defines 
and i l l ustrates var i ous types of f i shing gear ; the 
fourth is a t abular cl assificati on of local Filipino 
dialect names; and the f ifth is a glossary, including 
def initions of mor e than a thousand terms.

A compact manual of the more 
common invertebrate animals i nhabiting the shallow 
oceanic waters of t he Atlantic coast of North America 
from Labr ador t o t he Cape Hatteras region of North 
Carolina. It is intended first of all for the layman 
who has become interested in the i nvertebrate sea 
animals; second , f or t he student whose attention is 
more seriously drawn to the li f e of t he seas; and 
third, for the r esear ch worker as a handy reference 
book. Start s of f wi th the simplest of ani mals; lists 
sponges; then on through crustaceans, sna ils, bivalves, 
octopuses, squid, sea stars , sea urchins, sea cucum­
bers; and ends with t he protochordates. 

Guide and Dir ector y for Trading wi th Germany, 55 p., 
printed. Eoonomic Cooperation Admini stration, Special 
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Mission to Gerlmny, rrankfurt, Ger~any, June 1950 
(Distributed by Office of Small Business, Economic 
Cooperat ion Administration, \Iashington 25, D. C.) 
This guide is intended to assist Amarican business 
firms who wish to trade or expand their present 
trading relations with Western G~rmany. It contains 
a summary of economic information regarding Western 
Germany, together with data concerning German trade 
practices and regulations, particularly those re­
lating to the import of goods from the United States 
financed with EC~ funds. At the end of the manual 
are appendices showing names and addresses of agen­
cies in Western Germany concerned with foreign trade 
and tables of principal German exports and imports 
(including fishery products). 

~ and Directory ~ Doing Business with Belgium ~ 
Luxembourg and the Belgian~, 131 p., with =ps, 
printed. ECA Special Mission to Belgium-Luxembourg, 
1950. (Available from the Office of Information, 
~conomic Cooperation Administration, Washington, D.C.) 
This manual is intended as a currsnt guide for the 
American businessman who wants to trade with Belgium, 
Luxembourg, and the Belgian Congo. Belgium and Lux­
embourg are united in an economic union (so_times 
called "Belgolux"), and they constitute a single 
trading and financial area, and many Belgian importers 
also import for the Congo. Thsse countries have been 
importing canned fishery products and fish oil from 
the United States. The manual points out that it is 
comparatively easy to trade with these areas since 
almost all trade is conducted by private business 
with a minimum of Governmental restrictions. It con­
tains information on trading with Belgium and Luxerrr 
bourg; on the nature of Belgolux imports from the 
United States; on import licenses and ECA financing 
procedure; and also summaries of general economic 
information about B~lgium, Luxembourg, and the Belgian 
Congo. Annexed is a directory of Belgolux and Congo 
firms. which are actual or potential importers from 
the United States. 

Japanese Antarctic Whaling Expedition, 1949-50 (Statis­
tical SUIlIIl8ry) , by William M. Terry, and Lt. CoDrlr. 
Frnncois Bourgois, Preliminary Study No. 41, 50 p., 
processed.

A summarization of statistical and other data con­
cerning Japanese whaling operations in Antarctic waters 
during the 1949-50 season is contained in this report. 
Included are data on production (catch, processing, 
products produced), biological composition of the 
catch, speCial biological observations, and numerous 
figures and tables. 

"Netting Bait and Cannery Fish with the Aid of Lights," 
by Parke H. Young, article, California Fish and Game, 
October 1950, vol. 36, no. 4, pp. 380-1, printed.

This ar­
ticle describes the netting of bait and cannery fish 
with the aid of lights by the Los Angeles-harbor 
fishing vessels. 

"Newfoundland, Labrador Fisheries Surveyed," article, 
Trade News, September 1950, vol. 3, no. 3, pp. 5-6, 
illUs.-:--processed. Department of Fisheries, ottawa, 
Canad~. This is a report of a survey of the fisheries 
of northeast Newfoundland and a section of the Labrador 

coast carried out ethis sw:mer by the Canadi~n De­
partment of Fisheries. It de~cribes the working 
conditions of the flshermen and the types of fish­
eries. 

FiSherman's Knots and Nets, by Raoul Grawnont and 
Elmer Wenstrom, 203 p., 218 p., printed, $3.0,). 
Cornell Maritime Press, New York, 1948. This book 
should prove helpful to commercial and sport fish­
ermen. The we,ll-illustrated knots and splices 
give an over-all summary of the many possibilities 
available in securing hooks, lines, buoys, har-
poons, and traps. The portion of the book devoted 
to traps and to seines is an introduction to the 
verious designs "hich may be applied to certain 
fishing conditions. The net-making and net-re­
pairing section points out the basic details in­
volved in the process of making and repairing nets. 
In general, this book covers ample material in tying 
knots and making up splices which is of help to all 
who are interested in various fields of fishing, 
whether it be commercial or sport fishing. Yachts­
men and professional seamen will also find many item.s 
which will assist them in their fields. Commercial 
fishermen and fishing gear supply firms will find 
it to their advantage to cover the section on the 
preservation and care of nets. By following the 
procedures mentioned on the care of nets, a much 
longer fishing life can be obtained from this type 
of gear. This book is a good compilation of in­
formation from private and government agencies on 
knots, splices, traps, seines and care of nets as 
used in certain fisheries. As a handbook, it would 
be of help to sport fishermen, persons who are con­
sidering entering the co~ercial fishine field, and 
others who are interested in fields related to fishing. 

"A Preliminary Report on the Fishery and on the Biology 
of the Squid (Loligo opalescens) ," by W. Gordon Fields, 
article, California Fish and Game, October 1940, vol. 
36, no. 4, pp. 366-7~il]L,iS.:-printed. Division of 
Fish and Game, State Fisheries Laboratory, Terminal 
Island Station, San Pedro, Calif. According to this 
report, the present study of the fishery and the bio­
logy of the squid was undert~ken to increase the pre­
viously fragmentary Imowledge of this commercially 
valuable mollusk. The report discusses the history 
of the squid fishery on the west Coast, the composi­
tion of the spawning population, weight-length re­
lationship, and spawning season.

This edition is printed in loose-leef form and changes 
in the Schedule will be made by publiC bulletins and/ 
or revised insert pages. 

Small Boat Engine Manual, by C. Morgan Jones, 276 p., 
illus., printed, ~4.00. Cornell Maritime Press, 
Cambrijge, ~~ryland, 1948. This Manual fills the 
small boat oper3tor's need for general guidanca in 
the installation, maintenance, and repair of me­
chanical equipment aboard amall craft. Although 
the title indicates special emphasis on the boat 
engine itself, the author has included information 
on such equipment as propellers, heating systems, 
fire-fighting equipment, steering-gear mechanisms, 
etc. l1aintflnance dfid repair of both Diesel and 
gasoline engines are treated comprehensively but in 
a practical manner through the use of non-technical 
language that the average small-boat owner can readily 
understand. Some of the subjects covered are: 
choosing the right engine; cylinder blocks, crank­
shafts, connecting rods and pistons; valves, camshafts 
and timing gears; carburetors; electrical systems; 
storage batteries; transmission systems; Diesel fuel 
injectors, pumps, nozzles, and blowers; auxiliary 
power plants, and miscellaneous eqUipment. The com­
ponent parts of both types of engines are discuased, 
and pOinters on repair and adjustment of the indi­
vidual parts are glven. An entire section of the 
Manu1il is devoted to "trouble shooting," which should 
be particularly helpful to the small-boat owner in 
diagnosing ordinary causes of motor failure when 
aSSistance from a mechanic is not available at sea. 
The Manual is well illustrated and should prove val­
uable to commercial fishermen who are operating small 
boats as well as to operators of small pleasure craft. 

! Survey of the Capacity of Cold Storage Warehouses in 
the United Stat9S ~ of October .h, 1949, 33 p., (with 
t~bles and graphs), processed, free. Marketing Fa­
cilities Branc~, Production and Marketing Adminis­
tration, U. S. Department of Agriculture, Washington 
25, D. C., September 1950. This survey is the fif­
teenth of a series of biennial space surveys issued 
since 1921 and covers 1,849 plants. Included in 
this report are data on the r~frigerated storage 
capacity in the United States by geographic regions, 
by states, and by cities. 

~ E!.. FAO 1949/50 (Report of the Director-General), 
91 p., printed. Food and Agriculture Organization 
of the United Nations, ;;ashington, D. C., October 
1950. This is the fifth annual report of the Di­
rector- Genera l of the Food and Agriculture Organ­
ization of the United Nations for the period (nom­
inally) June 30, 1949-July 1, 1950. Though there 
was no regular session in 1950, and the Special 
Sesslons ~hich did convene had n9 commission to re­
view the technical work, this report was prepared 
for the information of governments and the public. 
The report consists of a Foreword, "FAO Yesterday 
and Tomorrow," which is a brief review of some 
outstanding aChievements of the first five years 
of FhO and an analysis of its present position in 
the light of recent world events. Part I is an 
account of important "Organization-wide Develop­
ments" during the ye¥. Part II contains the "Work 
of the Technical Divisions," and the section on fish­
eries in this part explains the FAO fisheries pro­
gram and toe various ectivities of the organiza­
tion. Included among the discussions of the ac­
tivitles are the Fisheries Bulletin; a handbook on 

"Pond Fish Culture Practices in Southeast Asia;" 
fishing methods and gear; commodity etudies, cata­
loguing of research and educational institutions; 
survey of the world'e fisheries resources; statis­
tical services; stand~rdization of names; commodity 
standards; regional fisheries councils; consulting 
servicos; technical meetings; Technological Abstracts; 
Standing Advisory Committee on Fisheries; and co­
operation with other organizations. An appendix con­
taining miscellaneous data is also included. 

World Fisheries Year-Book and Duectory 1950 (Incorpo­
rating the North Atlantic Fisheries Year-Book and 
the Herring Exporters Manual), edited by Harry F. 
Tysser, 520 p., printed, iUus., hl. (ap:,rox. $2.80). 
British- Continental Trade Press Ltd., 222 Strand , 
London, England, 1950. This book consists of two 
main parts. The first part contains articles on 
various subjects of interest to the fisheries and 
fish-processing industrias and trades. The second 
half of the book is a directory that lists names; 
addresses, and other particulars or firms !n eight 
branches of the industry, grouped by countrles (1n­
c~udes about 5,000 firms ln 68 countries) . In­
cludes exporters, curers, quick freezers, trawler 
owners; importers and wholesalers; fish canners 
and preservers; firms manufacturing and handling 
machinery and equipment for proceSSing, refrigera­
tion, packing; firms handllng packing materials; 
ship-builders and repairers; firms handling nets 
and cordage, instruments, etc.; producers of fish 
byproducts--meal, oil, vitamins, etc.; and cold 
storage and transport companles. It also gives a 
list of trade marks and names; and a buyers' guide 
(classified list of advertisements). Some of the 
articles included are: Progress in Quick-Freezing;

Fishery Leaflet )61, ~. ~. Pe~ific Explorer, Part y--~ Operations in the North Pscific and 
Bering Sea, reports on the crab canning, fish filleting, and waste reduction operations conducted 
aboard the American factory ship Pacific Explorer in 1948. This ship was a development resulting from 
the need for additional sources of protein foods during wartime. 

This 161-page publication discusses in detail the fishing operstions, crab-processing and fish­
processing activities, and the reduction of fish aboard the vessel. Included is a general description 

of the activities of the whole operation in the 
North Pacific and Bering Sea, general opereting 
requirements, working agreements , and personnel 
facilities. Several appendixes contain a summary 
of the charter agreement, description of the fish ­
ing gear, fish1.ng technique, crab-proce ssing for­
mula, abundance and conditionof king crabs andfish 
in the various localities fished, and individual tow 
records for the otter trawl and the tangle net . 
There are also a number of tables wnich include 
season landings of the Pacific Explorer fishing 
fleet (by vessel and month), deily landings aboard 
the Pacif ic Explorer, fish filleting recovery aboard 
the factory snip, productivity per men-hour, crao­
line production data, and otherdetalled information. 

In addition to the operations in the North 
Pacific and Bering Sea, the Pacific Explorer fished 
for tune during pert of 1947 in the waters off

lished describing this operatlon. Part I, giving 

the factors considered in the conversion of the ship and a general description of the arrange~nt of 
the vessel, was published in the January 1947 Co~ercial Fisheries Review and has been reprinted 
as Separate No. 161. Part II, on suggestlons for operators of tuna-receiving snipa, was issued as 
Fishery Leaflet )01. Part III, on the structure of the ship and the refrigeration system, was iBsued 
as Fishery Leaflet )16. Part IV, descrioing the ffiovement of the catch through the various handling 
places on the ship, the transfer of supplies to the fishing vessele, bnd the personnel involved, was 
issued as Fishery Leaflet )26.
